Collecting policy
We are collecting stories and memories, folklore and myths, media and information about outdoor swimming and all sorts of other recreation in, on or by the Brecks rivers and other waters, to build a history of these activities in the area. As well as sharing stories, extracts and other materials during the project, including possibly with local history societies or archives, we will compile everything and send it to Suffolk Archives so that people can look at it into the future. 
Materials gathered will include oral history interviews, summaries and transcripts, photographs, documents, maps, films and possibly objects, and information in other formats. We will present the material, extracts and compilations in a variety of ways, including exhibitions, educational materials, storytelling, films/videos, publication, online presentation, and compile these in order to preserve them at Suffolk Archives.
Material will relate to the Breckland area, as defined on the BFER website, http://www.brecks.org/BFER/. 
Topics and themes for the material gathered: outdoor swimming and other watery recreation, including swimming, dipping, jumping, diving, paddling, playing in water, picnicking, boating, canoeing, kayaking, fishing, walking, running, camping, art or photography of or inspired by the rivers and waters. We are also interested in hearing about attitudes and activities in the past, reflections on changes, and any thoughts on fun, benefits, safety concerns and fears, myths, and attitudes to recreation and activities in the natural environment.
We hope to celebrate the heritage, and – together with other projects in The Brecks Fen Edge & Rivers Landscape Partnership Scheme (BFER) such as Healing Waters – to revive and to continue into the future our human connection with the water in the Breckland landscape.

We will ask donors to assign (give) copyright to the project, by signing this Written stories form (or if donating materials the project’s Collection Accession form (link downloads Word.doc 2 pages)) 
Materials donated will be stored securely and appropriately by project leaders and administrators for the duration of the project. At the end of the project the materials and copyright will be transferred to the county record office, and from that point access will be under their procedures. 
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
