Purpose of the form

The Tales from the River project
Tales from the River is a lottery funded project that is collecting stories and memories, photos, films, documents, maps and information about outdoor swimming and all sorts of other recreation in, on or by the Brecks rivers and other waters. The stories we uncover and collect will build a history of these activities in the area. As well as sharing stories, extracts and other materials during the project in exhibitions and on websites and social media, we might share all or part with other projects or suitable local history societies, and we will compile everything and send it to Suffolk Archives so that people can look at it into the future.

Your personal data
The data contained within this form will be held securely and not shared with anyone beyond the project, The Brecks Fen Edge and Rivers Landscape Partnership Scheme and Suffolk Archives (unless the Suffolk Archives is obligated to do so for legal purposes, such as evidencing ownership or demonstrating a valid agreement. This in line with the European Union’s General Data Protection Regulation (GDPR) and the Data Protection Act 2018 legislation. Once it is transferred to Suffolk Archives it will follow their collections materials transparency notice and the Suffolk County Council privacy policy, https://www.suffolk.gov.uk/about/privacy-notice/. The project and Suffolk Archives will follow the Oral History Society’s best practice guidance on data protection (www.ohs.org.uk/advice/gdpr-2).

The information contained within the interview itself will be made available (subject to your agreement) for use within the project, then through Suffolk Archives to researchers, academics and other members of the public who access oral history content, and will keep this data in perpetuity, so as to preserve the oral history of the United Kingdom and inform the research of future generations. The legal basis for processing the personal data contained in oral history recordings and related permission forms is the performance of a public task and for processing special category data contained in oral history interviews is archiving in the public interest. Access will be restricted to any content likely to cause substantial damage or distress.
You can request partial or complete closure of your interview to public access using the Oral History Recording Agreement which you will complete after your interview has been completed. You can request a copy of the personal data we hold about you at any time.
