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Conditions for participating in Outdoor Swimming Intro for youth groups and leaders 2 July 2023 at Lynford Water (venue subject to confirmation – authorised Forestry England)
1. In booking for and attending the session you are agreeing to these conditions.
2. The parent or guardian of a participating child of any age under 18 is agreeing these conditions on their behalf.

3. The responsible adult in a group must be able to swim and must accompany the child/children in the water, keep weak or non-swimmers close to them, and the adult must remain within their depth. Armbands and floating rings are allowed, but the adult must still keep the child close.

4. A responsible adult who can swim can bring one child under 8, or two children aged 8-12. If your child/children can swim well we can be flexible but do ask. 
5. Young people 13 and above do not need to be accompanied by an adult (though they do need permission from their parent/guardian) – but as this is an event for young people with group leaders they would be. 
6. The parent/guardian/responsible adult is responsible for the behaviour of their  child/children.
7. You agree that you and your children will follow all directions from the organisers, volunteers, and lifeguards.

8. We would like all to wear the provided swim hat in the water, but please discuss if your young person would be uncomfortable with this. 

9. You agree that you or anyone else you bring to the session will not take photographs at the session.

10. You agree to tell us about any pre-existing medical condition that could be relevant to you entering cold water, to swimming, or to any other activity related to the session. That information will be passed to the lifeguard and will be kept confidential. You are responsible for ensuring that you are medically fit to take part in the session.
11. Please let us know of any particular issues that your young person might have with getting into the water and taking part, and how we can help make it the best experience for you all.
12. You agree that in a situation requiring you to be rescued or for first aid to be administered the lifeguard/first aider will need to be in close contact with you. The lifeguards are following detailed advice and procedures laid down by their governing body, the Royal Life Saving Society UK (RLSS).

13. Cancellation of all or part of the session or the day, or suspension after it has started, is possible. It would only be necessary in situations such as extreme weather conditions e.g. high winds or lightning, a pollution event, or a rescue or emergency requiring clearance of the swimming area.

14. The organiser and lifeguards reserve the right to refuse admission to or to eject anyone they believe would not be safe in the water, who appears impaired by alcohol or drugs, or who behaves inappropriately or refuses to listen to or obey instructions.

15. Please let us know as soon as possible if you can't come to the session, via your group or direct, as appropriate.
16. Please read the Essential Info notes and other key documents (download from the link at the bottom of the page) and contact us if anything is unclear. You can also ask volunteers/staff on the day.
17. By providing your email address you consent to be added to the BFER events mailing list. Your details will not be shared outside the partnership; you can unsubscribe at any time. Email Imogen Radford imogen36@googlemail.com  if you do not want to be added.
